we published as early as 1993. They will see where the roots of many of the current world problems lay. Here is a quote from that article.

“The former Soviet Union gave us Chernobyl then it collapsed. The world breathed a sigh of relief in the hope that the Cold War and
the danger of nuclear confrontation were over. What the world did not know then was that the legacy of communism is just as catastrophic
for the world as the danger from its nuclear arsenals: "Russia's nuclear-powered submarines and ice-breakers pose a greater danger of
nuclear accidents than do its atomic power plants, according to Jane's Intelligence review" (The Sun-Herald, August 8,1993).

People who are environmentally conscious know about the devastation caused by the Exxon Valdez oil spill in Alaska. But how many
people know that in the vast Russian wilderness, four times that amount is being spilled every day from the decaying antiquated oil
installations? The damage done to the environment by the oil spill and its many accompanying fires is incalculable. The topsoil is being
destroyed and the ground below, which was permanently frozen, is beginning to melt. Scientists fear that this will affect the global
climate. Already in 1990, the temperature in the Arctic Circle reached 40 degrees Celsius, eight degrees above the normal.

On the political scene, things are hardly better. The West has put all its hopes in President Yeltsin's ability and determination to
introduce democratic reforms in Russia. But what will happen when he is no longer on the scene? He is in poor health, and while there
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seem to be no obvious contenders who can step in his shoes and continue his reforms, there are many powerful rivals who call for the
restoration of the Russian empire.

On the economic sphere, the one great resource that gives Russia its hard currency and keeps its grossly outdated industry going, is
oil. But now it has been estimated that its oil reserves will dry out within a decade. What will the political and military leaders do when they
see their people being decimated by hunger and their nuclear arsenal brought to nothing for lack of fuel? The dangers coming from that part
of the world are yet to be comprehended.

“Last year, gathered at the Rio International Summit, more than one hundred heads of states to discuss the frightening deterioration of
the environment. They discussed things, and that's all. Has anyone heard anything about that event since?

Human beings have an uncanny ability to discuss things when they get to a crisis point, then leave the problems to others to resolve.
This time, however, the problems will not be resolved by others. The world is no longer facing temporary local problems, but intractable
worldwide problems. It is no longer a question of survival, but one of salvation. But science cannot save; only God can.

Human beings, however, have decided that there is no room for God in their deliberations. Even when the world is crumbling around
them, when it is becoming obvious that life itself is in danger of extinction, they will not turn to the only source that can save them.

They seek immortality through "scientific" methods such as cryogenics (deep-freezing of the corpse in the hope that one day scientists
will discover the secret of immortality, cure their diseased bodies and revive them to eternal life), and perpetual replacement of body parts
with robotic devises or genetically cloned body parts. That's the kind of immortality science offers humanity.

That educated people can come up with such absurdities is a witness to the bankruptcy of our educational system. That is the effect of
compartmentalizing our tertiary studies in rigid disciplines without any relation to each other. It should be obligatory for all university students
to study humanity subjects. As it is, we get medical graduates without ethics, lawyers without morals, and scientists with distorted visions of
the future. They need to study not just any humanity subjects, but the good old fashion classics, philosophy and religion. During my
university studies, the head of the Religious Studies Department once said that “time was when in philosophical studies people talked about
God and the meaning of life, about ethics and values, but no more." These days they have a "Theory" that if people understand what they
study, it is not worth studying.

Searching for truth, God, and a moral purpose in life does not go well with evolutionary thinking. In the struggle for survival there is no
room for compassion, altruistic feelings and transcendental goals. Hedonistic materialism and the pursuit of mindless pleasures, are the
things that count in our "enlightened" society. That is why humanity finds itself on the brink of catastrophe.” (The Christian Herald No 3, p.4).

TONY JONES [reporter]: Now to tonight's guest - David Goodstein is professor of physics at the California Institute of Technology or
Caltech. In his latest book, 'Out of Gas' - the End of the Age of Oil', he explores the consequences of oil reserves getting lower and lower in
the coming decades. Professor Goodstein joined us from San Francisco. David Goodstein, thanks for joining us.

PROFESSOR DAVID GOODSTEIN, AUTHOR 'OUT OF GAS'": Thank you.

TJ: Your most alarming statement you make in your book is that civilisation as we know it will come to an end before the end of this
century when we run out of fuel?

D G: Yes, that is, it's meant to be alarming, it's meant to alarm people, to wake people up and help prevent that from happening.

T J: So, how long do you reckon we've got in reality?

D G: Well, that's not an easy question to answer. We will probably have an oil crisis reasonably soon.

It may have already begun. We are much too close to the situation to know for sure. The information we're given is much too undependable
for us to know for sure. It might not actually happen until later this decade or even in the next decade. Those differences are very
important to us because we would like to go on living the comfortable lives we lead. But on the long scale of human history 10 or 20 years is
absolutely negligible. So we will have a oil crisis. There are other fossil fuels that can be made a substitute for oil, at a price. So we might
be able to muddle on for a while, though a much more likely scenario is that we will have resource wars and other terrible things happening.
But it is possible we'll be able to muddle on for a while, even turning to coal, for example, which can be liquefied and used as a substitute for
oil and which is in very large supply. But if we do all that, for one thing we will do an unpredictable amount of damage to our climate, and for
another thing it's my guess that we would start running out of coal. Let us say we would reach the point where we're depleting the resource
faster than we can develop new sources probably in the this century.

T J: This is one of the interesting things because people tend to think that coal and natural gas are available in virtually infinite
quantities. If oil runs out you can turn to them. What you're saying is all fossil fuels are finite?

D G: All fossil fuels are finite. We don't have a very clear idea of how much there is for the various resources. The historical peak in
oil discovery worldwide occurred around 1960, discoveries have been declining ever since. The historic peak and natural gas discoveries
occurred in the 1970s and so the maximum for natural gas production probably is only 10 years or so behind that for oil. We seem to make
hundreds to thousands of years estimates at the present rate of extraction but that's completely unrealistic because we use twice as much
energy now from oil as we do for coal. If you're going to mine coal to substitute for the oil you have to mine it much faster, the conversion
process is inefficient, the world's population is increasing. the poorer parts of the world want to be more like us and use more energy and
finally, we will run out of, we will be in trouble with coal not when we mine the last tonne, but when we reach the peak production which is
about the halfway point.

T J: We've just heard about Hubbard's peak and the speculation that we passed the point of no return. How does anyone know for
sure that we're actually past that point?

D G: We can't know for sure. I've always thought that we will know that the peak has occurred when Saudi Arabia maxes out, when it
reaches its peak in production. The Saudis claim they will be able to increase their production by a million barrels a day in a relatively short
period of time. That promise has not yet been kept. We don't know whether it's true. If you look at the history of what's called proved oil
reserves. The proved reserves of oil in the OPEC organisation of petroleum exporting countries, increased by 300 to 400 billion barrels in
the late 1980s. There were no important discoveries of oil during that period. What happened instead was that OPEC changed its quota
system how much oil each country could pump based on in part its claimed reserves and the claimed reserves just appeared out of nowhere
by magic. So half the world's proved reserves may be an illusion and the information we're given is so undependable we really just can't say.

T J: Do you believe oil companies have lied about this?

D G: We know that Royal Dutch Shell did because they were audited by the SEC, by an external auditor an independent auditor
forced to reduce their estimated reserves by 20 per cent. That sent shock waves through the entire oil industry. But 90 per cent of the
proved reserves are held by countries, not by companies and nobody ordered the Saudi books.

T J: Have we really discovered all the remaining great oilfields though. We know for example geologists claim there is a great lake of
oil under Antarctica?

D G: The people who would like to believe that the Hubbard's peak is further away than some of us fear, believe that we may make
great discoveries in the deep oceans and the Antarctic, as you say, and central and northern Siberia and so on. | think they're grasping at
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straws. Two-thirds of the world's oil reserves are in the Middle East the Persian Gulf. That's 10 times as much as Africa, ten times as much
as the Middle East, ten times as much as in the former Soviet Union. There are no other important players in the game. We recently saw a
spike because there were a couple of storms in the Gulf of Mexico. Just think of what's going to happen when the Saudi regime collapses.

T J: As we know, many scientists are convinced that global warming is happening so fast that if we don't stop burning fossil feel fuels
the earth will reach within 30 years a catastrophic tipping point. Are you saying that effectively we're going to run out of fossil fuels before we
destroy the environment?

D G: There are some people who see that as the silver lining in the cloud. We'll reach Hubbard's peak and have to reduce our burning
of fossil fuels and that will keep us from damaging and doing irreversible damage to the planet. It seems to me that's like hoping that the
patient will have a fatal heart attack to save him from dying of cancer. It's not the way | think we ought to do things.

T J: Professor James Lovelock who's called by many the father of the environmental movement says "the industry world must now
embrace nuclear power as the only viable alternative to oil and other fossil fuels". What do you say to that argument?

D G: It depends on what kind of nuclear power you mean. If you mean the kind of conventional power that we use for power in the
United States, burning uranium 235, which is a rare isotope of uranium, there are a couple of problems. One of them is you would have to
build 10,000 of the largest power plants that are feasible by engineering standards in order to replace the 10 terawatts of fossil fuel we're
burning today. 10,000 nuclear plants of the largest kind possible - that's a staggering amount and if you did that, the known reserves of
uranium would last for 10 to 20 years at that burn rate. So, it's at best a bridging technology. If you're talking about nuclear fusion, then in
the long range the fuel is almost limitless but it's been 25 years away for the past 50 years and it's still 25 years away. It has been said of
nuclear fusion and also shell oil which is one of the possible fossil fuels that they are the energy sources of the future and always will be.

T J: So, with nuclear power, even if we could build those 10,000 nuclear power plants presumably right around the world it would only
be a temporary thing?

D G: It would only be a temporary fix. You can use the rest of the uranium to breed plutonium 239 then we'd have at least 100 times
as much fuel to use. But that means you're making plutonium, which is an extremely dangerous thing to do in the dangerous world that we
live in.

T J: So, what do you say then to the arguments of the Professor Lovelock and others, who say that nuclear power is the only
alternative to avoid reaching the fatal tipping point?

D. G. | agree with them. | think that we must make use of all possible alternatives to fossil fuels, nuclear power included. I'm just
trying to stress that it's not the magic bullet that will by itself save us from our problems, but | certainly think we have to use it.

T. J. There is one other alternative we should be talking about and that is hydrogen as fuel for future motor cars.

What do you think of the hydrogen alternative?

D. G. Hydrogen is made from fossil fuel. It is not a substitute for fossil fuels. It's just a way of conveying energy. It is not a source of
energy. The economics today are if you make hydrogen by burning fossil fuel to generate electricity and then electrolyse water to make the
hydrogen, it will require somewhere between three and six gallons of gasoline to make enough hydrogen to replace one gallon of gasoline.
So, a hydrogen economy doesn't solve anything really. In the long-term future if you had plenty of fusion power available, stationary power,
and the only problem was to make it mobile to serve for transportation then making hydrogen might make sense.

T. J. So, what you're saying is that right now, making hydrogen could actually create more global warming than we're seeing at the
moment?

D. G. Yes, unless you make it from renewable sources such as solar energy or atomic energy.

T. J. You were pointing out, and | think this is one of your major points - there is no magic bullet. So, presumably we have to combine
our efforts using what we have - solar power, wind power, tidal power in combinations unlike anything we have seen before. Is that feasible
though, would any politicians agree to make such great changes?

D. G. Well, we went through a presidential election in the US in which neither party mentioned anything having to do with this
problem, which | think is the most important problem of our era. Politicians do not want to touch this subject. Any politician who tells
Americans that they'll have to give up their SUVs has committed political suicide. But it does seem to me that a courageous and visionary
politician could say to us, "by burning fossil fuels we're putting ourselves at the mercy of some very nasty and unstable parts of the world and
we're also endangering the climate of our planet. For the sake of our children and grandchildren we simply must learn to kick the fossil fuel
habit." If that kind of challenge were given to our scientists and engineers | think we could do it.

T. J. But as you say, the vision our political leaders is usually constricted to the three or four years of their electoral cycles.

How long would be it be before the crisis reaches the point where great powers have no choice but to a make radical decisions?

D. G. It's impossible to guess. Everything we read about in the papers every day suggests that the worldwide system for production
and distribution of oil is stretched to the breaking point. That certainly is a symptom one would expect if we have already reached the peak.
But the fact we have a symptom doesn't mean we have already reached the peak, it's just an indication.

As | say, we are too close to the situation. The information we get is far too undependable for us to say. | can not predict how soon it will
happen. But it will happen and when it happens there will be a huge price shock in the cost of gasoline at the pump, in the cost of everything
that has to be transported and not insignificantly, in the cost of all petrochemicals. There are 6.4 billion people living on the planet today.
Most of them reasonably well-fed as a result of what was called the 'green revolution' in the second half of the 20th Century. That consisted
in a very large part of fertilising land using petrochemical-based fertilisers. So, that stuff is pretty valuable. | don't think we can sustain the
population we have today, much less what we'll have in 20 or 50 years without petrochemical fertilisers.

T. J. Just looking around the world, do you see any political leaders who appears to understand the full extent of this crisis?

D. G. If there is one | have not met him or her yet.

Just what did Jesus Christ mean when He made that statement? The Jews of His day thought that they knew the truth
and were free, yet He told them that they neither knew the truth nor were free, but were in fact children of the Devil.

John 8:31 “Then Jesus said to those Jews who believed Him, "If you
John 8:32 "And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free."
John 8:33 They answered Him, "We are Abraham's descendants, and have never been in bondage to anyone. How can you say, 'You
will be made free'?"

The implications of these statements are enormous, not the least because they have been misunderstood by most
people, particularly by those who have transformed them into a doctrine of hatred towards the Jews. What they fail to
understand is that in their natural state ALL human beings are the same, all are children of the Devil.

Luke 13:1 “There were present at that season some who told Him about the Galileans whose blood Pilate had mingled with their
Luke 13:2 sacrifices. And Jesus answered and said to them, "Do you suppose that these Galileans were worse sinners than all other

Repentance is the catalyst that changes human nature, the conscious act of mature individuals that changes them from
children of the Devil into children of God.

Since the beginning of time God had people in the world who passed on this message to humanity, people who spoke
His truth without fear or favour. There are countless examples of people who did so after the Flood of Noah, but not many
people know that there were prophets of God who spoke His truth before the Flood too. Here is but one such example.

Even the “chosen pestagdinary arraywftmiraclesavhen they were delivered from Egyptian slavery,
became uncomfortable with God in their proximity and demanded a mediator between them and God. It is worth having a
fresh look at their story.

again here, as you can read them for yourself in Deuteronomy chapter five. What we want to look at here rather is the
emphasis He placed on the Second Commandment. He repeated that Commandment not once or twice, but dozens of
times throughout the Old and New Testaments. And that is the Commandment against idolatry. Notice what He told the
Israelites immediately after He gave them the Ten Commandments.

Exo 20:21 “So the people stood afar off, but Moses drew near the thick darkness where God was. Then the LORD said to Moses,

Exo 20:22 "Thus you shall say to the children of Israel: "You have seen that | have talked with you from heaven.

For that is not merely a matter of turning away from dumb and deaf images, but one of
changingone“s t houghts and frame of mind, and that is very diffic
depart from their idols and turn to the true God? One has to consider the fact that in the Bible idolatry is more than just
worshipping forbidden images; it comprises all forms of disobedience to God.

Few people who have not experienced such agony
would understand what it means to struggle against your own thoughts. In the end | had no choice but give in and admit that
| was seeing things better than they did. | feared that by breaching this subject with them would cause them to expel me from
that Church, which | did not want to happen for | still believed that that was a true Church of God. | had the sense to see that
although they were false ministers of Jesus Christ, the milieu of the Church was conducive to the discovery of the truth of
God for those who were diligently seeking it and were applying themselves to the study of the Bible. One of my stunning
discoveries was that although they were telling people to study the Bible, they were not practicing what they were preaching.
The unwritten consensus in that Church, as in fact in most churches, was that you studied the Scriptures to confirm
what the preachers said, not to confront them or discover new things. If you ever saw things differently you needed to study
even more, not so much the Bible as their own writings, until you came to see things as they saw them.
Well, | did my very best to study both the Scriptures and their writings, but the more | studied the more things | saw in
which they were wrong. In the end | did not care whether they expelled me from their church or not, | had to tell them the
truth and happen what it may.

You have never felt real hated until you
experienced it from church people, flresmsy Clhr i ¢ wntravaellambattdharnt s 't hie
sea to win one proselyte, and when he is won, they make him twice as much a son of hell as yourselves” He was not j o
Now | would not care to remember or mention those things anymore, for God Almighty has saved me from those
troubles and helped achieve far more than they ever will, but | do so because they are now creating even more problems for
us in a series of panicked attempts to derail us from this course. The method they are using now is to burden us with false
brethren, who are not satisfied to study our writings and follow our advise, but demand all sorts of material support as well.
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How they could imagine that two people who struggle to support a worldwide work from their own pension could
supportthem as well, we d o n * tNor Katheywnderstand that it is not outsiders who decide who and when one becomes
a member of this Foundation, but Jesus Christ Himself.

that law from the world. They were to be an example to the world, showing other human beings the kind of blessings and
protection they too would enjoy if they embraced that law.
|l saiah"s prophecy was addressing the whole world not only t

Now if a foreigner went to Israel today and told Jewish leaders that he would like to live among them and be treated like
one of them, do you think they would embrace him and treat him as such? They are hardly more obedient to God now than
they were in ancient time. And they wonder that they never get the blessings and protection that God promised them long
ago. Apparently they do not give equal rights to their own people who turn to Christ, let alone to foreigners who may want to
follow Him. Have the Jews ever stopped to consider these words of Moses?

Deu 18:15 "The LORD your God will raise up for you a Prophet like me from your midst, from your brethren. Hmyou s hal | hear ."”

If Jesus Christ is not that Prophet, would they pray tell us who might he be? We hope they have come around from the
apostasy of believing that that Lubavitcher rabbi, who encouraged them to think that he was somebody and died crippled and
in his sins, 'l Refusahtehelreve théroowrsSicriptares, about a quarter of which clearly identify Jesus as the
Messiah, does not nullify this fact nor spare them of the need for deep repentance.

We find it incredible that they cling on to the Old Testament even after seeing the light, insights, and incomparable
advantages of the New Testament. All their sins — failure to conform with the tenets of the Old Testament, failure to treat
foreigners who settled in their midst as their own, failure to turn the House of God into a House of Prayer for all nations —
would be wiped out overnight if they repented, acknowledged their errors, and became members of the new elect of God.

Their current theology, which hardly conforms with the Old Testament let alone with the Bible as a whole, is extremely
inadequate. And it cannot be otherwise for the Bible without the Holy Spirit is no longer the World of God. Yet they cling on
to the Old Testament determinedly and as a result they continue to reap the rewards of their unbelief and lack of repentance.

This is the malaise of modern academic theologians too. Theythinkt hey can understand the Bibl
mankind by dismissing the relevance of the Holy Spirit. They specialise in peripheral aspects of the Bible — who wrote it,
when and in what conditions — but are not particularly knowledgeable of its content. And it cannot be otherwise since they
ignore the work of the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit does not come to human beings on the basis of titles and qualifications, but
on the basis of repentance, prayer, worship, and meditation of the law of God, and these are anathema in academic circles.
One can hardly think of a better example of the blind leading the blind.

Even documented historical facts about the Bible are no | or
that have been coming out from those quarters recently are nothing but exercises in ignorance and incursions into demonism
and spiritual darkness. | would never watch those programs anymore if | did not need to keep myself informed for the sake of
this work. Those who have no such need are far better never looking at them.

The Jews keep blaming Christianity for their troubles during the two thousand years of Diaspora and for the Holocaust.
Christianity had nothing to do with it. False Christians did all these things, the same that have been a thorn on the side of
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true Christian for centuries. We find it extraordinary that even after we have conclusively proved to them that the Christianity
of Jesus Christ had nothing to do with their pogroms, they continue to blame His followers for their problems.

What the mainstream churches have taken to the world IS NOT the Gospel of Jesus Christ but a false gospel. The
Commandments of God were meant to form the basis upon which the New Testament was built, yet those churches have not
only been telling their people that the Commandments of God have been done away with, but have been persecuting those
who have remained faithful to the true Gospel of Jesus Christ.

The following document was sent from Moscow in 1947 to the newly formed communist governments of
Eastern Europe. One of those Governments was that of Romania. The document came to life in late 1990s
when Romanian democratic parties managed to wrest power briefly from the party of the former communists, the
PSD. We have done our very best to translate it accurately and retain its intended meaning.

Moscow, 2.6.1947 AStrictly Secreto
K AA/CC 113
NK/003/47

1. Embassies are forbidden to receive on their territories the natives who work for us as informers. They will be met by
special service agents who are specifically trained and assigned to do this job. Their information will be passed on to the
Embassies through these agents.

2. All measures must be taken to prevent the establishment of any links between our soldiers and local population. It
is inadmissible for our officers to visit the natives in their homes; also, it is inadmissible for the simple soldiers to establish
relations with native women. It is inadmissible the establishment of relations between our soldiers and the civilian population,
inclusive with native soldiers.

3. It must accelerated the liquidation of citizens who maintain links, unauthorised by us, with the Communist Party, the
Socialist Party, the Youth Communist Organisation, or with the Army and other associations. (Throughout this translation
Italics are in the original).

4. In military campaigns against the opposition will take part those soldiers who have spent time on our territory [Soviet
Union].

5. There must be an acceleration of the process of unification of all parties under a single umbrella, making sure that all
leading roles are taken by people who belong to our secret services.

6. It is necessary the unification of all youth organisations. Positions of leadership will be given to people who are
approved by our special services.

7. It should be organized and ensured that functionaries who are deputised to participate in congregational meetings,
cannot complete their mandate for the entire period for which they have been elected. Deputies cannot under any
circumstances convene meetings between institutions. If another solution cannot be found and a meeting must be convened,
it should be ensured that those who had grievances and been active in calling the meeting in order to put forward their own
concepts, are sidelined and prevented from carrying out their agenda. For every congress there must be new people who
are prepared for this purpose, but only those who have been endorsed by our secret services.

8. Special attention must be paid to those with organizing capabilities, with sure chances of popularity. These people
must be coopted, but if they are opposing it, they must not be given superior hierarchical positions.

9. It must be ensured that State officials (excluding Securitate organs and those working in the mining
industry) will receive small retributions. This must be especially the case with those working in the areas of health,
justice, and culture, respective those in positions of leadership. [Emphasis added throughout].

10. In all governmental institutions, respective in the majority of factories, we must have people who cooperate with our
special services (without the knowledge of the local administrative organs).

11. It shall be strictly watched that local press does not publicise statistics regarding the quality and variety of the goods
that are made available. It is not permissible that this activity be called commerce. It must be made clear that we are talking
simply of goods exchange.

12. Pressure must be exercised on local authorities to ensure that no documents are issued which prove ownership of
land; the documents will show the quality of the land in use, but not who owns it.

13. The politics of the little country garden must follow this course in order to render the particular garden unprofitable.
After that, collectivisation must begin in earnest. In the case of strong opposition, there must be a reduction in the distribution
of the mechanisms of production, concomitant with an increase of State taxes. If the desired outcome is not achieved, it
must be ensured that agricultural output wi |l inpomsareneeded. i s f

14. All effort must be made to ensure that the decisions and orders — be they of judicial, economic or organisational —
are unpunctual.

15. Every effort must be made to ensure that certain cases are discussed concomitant in a number of commissions,
offices and institutions, but without any having the right to take decisions without the consent of the others (with the exception
of the mining industry).

16. Administrative bodies cannot exercise any influence over the activities in their own factories. All they can do is to
put in practice decisions taken higher up.

17. The syndicates have no right to oppose the administration. They must occupy themselves with other matters,
such as the organisation of leisure activities in vacations, discussion of pension requests, cultural and entertaining programs,
organisation of excursions, distribution of defective goods, the justification of points of view and decisions taken by the
political organs of the administration.

18. It must be organised that only those leaders be promoted who execute impeccably the problems assigned them,
but who do not go beyond their particular sphere of activity.

19. In regard to the natives that work for the Party, the State, or in administration, conditions must be created for them
to be compromised in the face of employees, so that it would be impossible for them to return to their former positions.

20. Native military cadres could be given positions of responsibility in places where people in our special services have
already been placed.

21. When army exercises are held, and on the occasion of shooting practices, a strict control must be maintained on
the quantity of munitions used, regardless of the type of arms.

22. Every laboratory and research institute must be kept under observation.
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23. Great attention must be given to inventors and innovators, and their activity supported and encouraged, but every
invention must be registered with consistency at the centre. It is permissible the development of only those inventions that
have applicability in the mining industry, or those that have our special permission. It is not permissible the development
of inventions that would ensure the growth in the production of finite goods, a reduction in the extraction of prime
materials, or which would interfere with the fulfilment of our decisions. If an invention had become known,
measures must be taken to be sold to foreigners. The documents regarding the value and the description of the
invention must not be made public.

24. The punctuality of the means of transport must be perturbed (less those which conform with the directive NK 552-
46).

25. In the factories in which professional meetings and conferences are organised, an account must be kept of all
proposals, including their authors.

26. Discussions with the workers that are in charge of solving production problems must be popularized, particularly
those which criticise the past and current problems. Such issues must never be set aside from discussion.

27. Taking of positions by native leaders could have nationalistic or historical coloratura, and they can lead to national
unity.

28. Great attention must be paid that under no circumstances must there be water networks that are not linked
to the main network in residential districts that are under construction. Old unconnected channels and independent
fountains of water must be systematically liquidated, in time.

29. The reconstruction of old industrial objectives and the construction of new ones must be made in such a
way that their residual materials are deposited in water reservoirs which could be used as reserves of potable water.

30. In cities that are reconstructed or newly constructed, it is not admissible to have excessive spaces that could be
used to hold animals for an extended period, or for the deposit of foods.

31. Industries that are held privately and personal entrepreneurs must receive only enough prime materials and
utilities that ensure their failure to produce quality products. The price for their goods must be bigger than for similar products
from State institutions.

32. The expansion of State enterprises must be of the highest order and facilitated in all domains. It is permissible the
criticizing of administrative organs, but under no circumstances will a reduction in personnel of in their normal functioning be
allowed.

33. Great care must be taken towards all projects of production in the mining industry, including in those institutions
that are specifically marked as such. Care must be taken in preventing good provision of the international market too.

34. Special attention must be accorded to churches. Cultural-educative activities must be directed towards creating
general antipathy towards them. It is necessary to keep under observation church printing workshops, archives, preaching
content, songs, all religious education, but also burial ceremonies.

35. Popular professors in elementary and special schools, but especially in lyceums and faculties, must be removed.
Their places must be taken by appointed people. An analysis must be undertaken of their programs, with a reduction in the
number of documentaries. In lyceums there must be a complete removal of studies of Latin and Greek languages, general
philosophy, logic and genetics. In regard to the teaching of history, it must never be pointed out which rulers have served, or
wanted to serve, the good of the country. What must be emphasized instead is the conniving of the rulers and the struggle of
the oppressed masses. In specialty schools must be introduced a narrow curricula.

36. Initiatives must be taken to organise activities of artistic or sporting nature which celebrate the struggle of the
natives against invaders (especially the Germans, but excluding the Russians) and popularize the struggle for socialism.

37. On the local scene, it is forbidden the appearance of productions about natives that lived with us [USSR] before or
during the Second World War.

38. If an organization is formed that supports an alliance with us, but at the same time insists over maintaining control
over economic activities and official leadership, a campaign of condemnation must be immediately commenced accusing it of
nationalism and chauvinism. This must be done in the following manner: profanation of graves that belong to us, destruction
of cemeteries, spreading of manifestos that are defamatory to our nation and culture, and the rising of doubts about contracts
made with us. Native people must be involved in this propaganda work, channelling their hatred towards these
organisations.

39. Particular attention must be given to the construction and reconstruction of roads, bridges, and interconnecting
routes, so that in case there is need for armed intervention, the places of resistance and concentration of reactionary forces
can be accessible from all sides.

40. Attention must be given to imprisoning the representatives of the political opposition. Particular attention
must be given to those opponents that are popular with the native population. Before they could imprint themselves
in the conscience of the native masses, they must be liquidated through so-called unforseen circumstances or
imprisoned and accused of common crimes.

41. 1t must be prevented the rehabilitation of those who were condemned in political processes. If it becomes
inevitable, such rehabilitation is permissible on the pretext that it was a judicial mistake; no reopening of their process must
occur, and no convocation of those who accused them in the first place.

42. Leaders named by the party, who through their activity have caused dissatisfaction among employees, must not be
brought before judicial courts. In extreme cases, they will be recalled from function, and nhamed in similar or superior
positions. In the end, they must be placed in leadership positions and kept under consideration as reserve cadres for the
period of ulterior changes.

43. It shall be brought to the knowledge of the public those persons in leadership positions (in the first place those from
the army, ministerial positions, important services, academic cadres) who are accused of hostile attitude towards the people,
socialism, industrialization. It is an action that must attract the ire of the popular masses.

44. Those who work in various [professional] functions must be removed and replaced with workers of the poorest
professional preparation, or unqualified.

45. Priority for university studies must be given to those who belong to the lowest social classes, who are not

interested in further specialisation, but only in obtaini

It was their belief that communist Russia was about to strike Israel any time. So sure were they of this fact that they did not
even speak of it as a possible future event, but as if it were an already accomplished fact.

Now it is an undeniable prophetic fact that Russia will one day make war against Israel, but the historical context was
not ripe for such an event.

imperative, that we regard Russia as an Israelite nation or dominion. When we do that, a whole new prophetic world opens
before our eyes. In particular, it is the seventy years of communist rule that send us to prophecies that could not have been
fulfilled at any time in history.
But before we look at those prophecies, we need some important clarifications. Virtually all biblical prophecies have
dual fulfilments: a minor and immediate one, and a major and more distant one. Names such as Chaldea, Babylon, Tyre,
etc., which can easily be identified in their ancient context, often become ruses in future fulfilments. For example, Babylon
has long since disappeared from the face of the earth, yet the most prophetic book of the Bible, the Revelation, speaks of a
Babylon the Mother of Harlots as an entity at the very end time. Similarly Tyre, a prosperous city on the East Mediterranean
coast in ancient times, has long since vanished from history, yet the king of Tyre is supposed to lead a rebellion against God
to the very end time.
If one were to take these terms literally, he would be searching forever for Chaldea, Babylon, Tyre, and others, which
are no longer on the scene but which feature prominently in prophecies that lead to the very end time. All these terms need
to be placed in prophetic and historic contexts that are quite different from the ones tat may appear at first sight. Even

Without accepting the principle of duality in the Bible, one would never be able to understand its prophecies. For
example, we have the Old Testament and the New Testament; the first Adam — a fallen man and the second Adam — a
saving One; the Devil versus Christ, an earthly Kingdom and an heavenly Kingdom of God; earthly Jerusalem versus
heavenly Jerusalem, and so on.

It is a specific prophetic and historical context that identifies and determines when a prophecy is being fulfilled. With
these in mind we can now look at some of the prophecies that speak of a seventy year period that can only refer to
communist Russia.

Since we are now coming to the wrapping up of all
prophecies, there could never be a time when this prophecy could be fulfilled in the future either. Moreover, since elsewhere
in the Bible the king of Tyre stands for the Devil and his rebellion against God, it is only fitting that the seventy year period of
communist Russia be identified with the Devils rule on earth. After all, what was the Soviet Union if not a demonic rebellion
against God?

The term ,in that day"™ confirms that this prophecy takes 1
vengeance upon a wayward world, the time of the Great Tribulation. The world has been in the preceding stages to that
catastrophe ever since the Soviet Union collapsed. Is it not remarkable that that coincided with the beginning of the work of
restoration of the long lost Gospel of Jesus Christ?

The Benefits Of Meditation, But Which Meditation?

Meditation seems to be the buzz word these days: Buddhist meditation, Hindu meditation, Shinto meditation, yoga
meditation, whichever way meditation — all meditations according to eastern religions. These kind of meditations are
spreading like bush fire in the West, all promising peace of mind on earth and happiness in heaven.

There is no doubt that meditati on thasuolbethelright king of meditation farlit
could also be very harmful. All meditations have religious undertones, and this where major problems arise, and where the
differences between eastern and western meditations become important. For while both seek to slow down the mind and
clear it of troublesome thoughts, what they promise in regard to the ultimate destiny of life and soul is very different and very
dangerous for the people of God.

Salvation in Buddhism means reaching Nirvana — a state of nothingness where all thoughts are extinguished and all
memory is lost. Nirvana is achieved by meditating oneself to extinction — emptying the mind of everything, and leaving
behind a shell that is aware of nothing but the immediate environment — a walking corpse, in other words. It is not for nothing
that Buddhists feel best when they can meditate in cemeteries. But, like in all other religions, over time a huge gap has
developed between Buddhist philosophy and Buddhist practice. While telling their followers that there is no God, they
encourage them to worship the Buddha and seek their fortune in idolatry, stargazing and witchcraft. Idols of the Buddha, the
stars, and the spirits of witches, have become the new gods in Buddhism. But what does the Bible, the Word of the true God,
says?

Isa 47:12 "Stand now with your enchantments And the multitude of your sorceries, In which you have laboured from your youth;

Isa 47:13 Perhaps you will be able to profit, perhaps you will prevail. You are wearied in the multitude of your counsels; Let now the
astrologers, the stargazers, And the monthly prognosticators stand up and save you from what shall come upon you.

God was addressing the people of Israel in this passage, but we know that the Bible is a book for the whole world,
especially since the New Testament. Jesus Christ is a Savior of the whole world, and that is why He sent His followers to
make disciples of all nations.

Mat 28:18 And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, "All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. "Go therefore

Mat 28:19 and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit,
Mat 28:20 "teaching them to observe all things that | have commanded you; and lo, | am with you always, even to the end of the age."

How many times have you heard preachers tell their listeners to examine themselves in order to find out whether they
are in the faith or not? How can one find that one out? By the standards of the Scriptures! There is no other way by
which people may know whether they are in the faith or not than by studying the Scriptures. You may seek help, you may
read what other peoples write, but in the final analysis unless you take your destiny in your own hands, unless you check it
out in the Scriptures for yourself, you will not make it into the Kingdom of God. Those who think that one can distinguish
between true and false preachers just by listening to them will almost certainly end up becoming victims of a cruel deception.
It is not for nothing that Apostle Paul warned people to beware of false preachers who transform themselves into
ministers of Christ, who present the Devil as a minister of righteousness. Do you know any of them? Of cour se you do
you knew you would not attend their churches. Or do you think that such people cry aloud that they are false preachers, that
they preach Satan instead of Christ, that theirs is a false gospel which leads to perdition rather than salvation?
It is everyone®"s duty to “test the spirits” to fifthed out whe
Devil. The spirits, good or bad, work through human beings, through our feelings and actions towards others.

The Commandments of God are the surest standard and most visible test by which people may determine whether they are being
preached the Gospel of Jesus Christ or some other concoction.

Now there is no question that the four horsemen of Revelation convey a frightening scenario. What is under question is
when are they supposed to made their presence in the world.

Modern theologians who have written or spoken about them, have either placed them in an indeterminate future, orin
not very convincing scenarios in connection with the two World Wars and the Cold War, and more recently with Islamic
terrorism. In plain words, what they have offered us is nothing but unsubstantiated guesswork.

Decades ago, when | used to be a member of the Worldwide Church of God, its leader, the late Herbert W Armstrong,
used to say that ninety percent of biblical prophecies are yet to be fulfilled, a theme which has been take by his disciples and
still being preached these days.

when those who have been trained in his school of thought sai
Apocalypse. You see, if those horsemen are yet to make their presence in the world, or if they have struck only in recent
ti mes, then indeed the vast majority of Bible"s prophecies ar

Revelation, when the horsemen make their presence, to the end of it there are sixteen more chapters, all full of prophecies.

That raises another question: why would God put so much importance on the last few years of this age and treat the
whole of past history as if were just an appendage. The trut®lilsofde maamknmn'htd"s hi sandry has
all of it has been permeated with prophetic meanings and outcomes. The best example is offered by none other than these
four horsemen.
Just because something has been revealed in the last book of the Bible does not mean that those events are to take
place in the last years of history.

We once said that virtually everything that people have written about the book of Revelation is wrong. Now how could
we have known that? Have we read and assessed everything that people have written about that book? No! We have read
a lot, but by no means all of it. Then how did we know it? We knew it from this.

If what people have written about this book were right, the mystery of God would have been finished, the end would
have arrived, Jesus Christ would have returned to this earth, and the world would be now in the Millennial Kingdom.

But the mystery of God has not been finished and none of those things have occurred, therefore those writings could
not have been right. Indeed, what we have read about this book is so far off the mark, so speculative, as to render them
worse than useless. That is why we suggested that people gather them together and make them ready for a good bonfire.

The biggest mistake people make when talking about Revelation is to assume that this book is about the history of the
world since the time of Jesus Christ to the end of time. Nothing could be further from the truth. Revelation encapsulates the
entire history of the world, from creation to the end of time, as we shall prove. Let us go directly to chapter six.

This is only the first half of this chapter. As you can see, it deals with the four horsemen. This is all one can find in the
Bible about these creatures, yet they have fired peoples imagination perhaps more than any other prophetic event.

Now, there is general agreement among biblical scholars that the first horse, the white one, represents spiritual
deception. Under him, people were conquered and dominated through false religious dogmas.

The second horse, the red one, represents war among nations.

The third horse, the black one, represents famine and starvation.

And the fourth, the pale horse, is a culmination and combination of all of the above: religious strife, wars, hunger,
epidemics, pestilences, earthquakes, etc. Not too dissimilar from what we see in the word at present. In fact this is what has
derailed many biblical scholars who have tried to fit those horsemen into our contemporary history. The problem is, this
prophecy does not describe our own time. The time of this prophecy is being revealed in the second part of this chapter.

So when could Revelation chapter six have occurred, if not in the future? Only one time in history has the world been
turned up side down in that manner, and that was at the Flood of Noah. Let us have a brief look at it.

It has generally been assumed that this could only refer to a Christian scenario, but that is not the case. God had
people in the world who obeyed Him and spoke His truth since the beginning of time, Abel, Enoch, and Noah being only the
most obvious examples of righteous men from that time.

With this in mind we can now unveil the rest of the book of Revelation.

Unveiling The Book Of Revelation (1)

The first chapter of Revelation sets the stage for what is to happen in the rest of this book. The glorified Christ appears
in a vision to His most beloved Apostle, John, and tells him to write down what he is about to see and hear.

Apostle John, the youngest of the Apostles, received this vision at an advanced age when all the other Apostles had
disappeared from the scene. Jesus Christ did not want them to know the contents of this book, but why? The reason is
rather simple: they had to live and write as if He were about to return any time. Had they seen the contents of Revelation,
they would have known that His return would be a long time in the future, and that would have slackened their resolve and
caused them to write different things. Notice what Apostle Paul told the Thessalonian Church.

1 Th 4:15 “For this we say to you by the word of the Lord, that we who are alive and remain until the coming of the Lord will by no
1 Th 4:16 means precede those who are asleep. For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of an
archangel, and with the trumpet of God. And the dead in Christ will rise first.
1 Th 4:17 Then we who are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And thus
1 Th 4:18 we shall always be withthe Lord. Ther ef ore comfort one another with these words

Did Apostle Paul believe that he himself would be alive at the return of Jesus Christ, or was he saying that only in the

general sense? Hard to say, but in all likelihood he believed that Jesus Christ would return in his own life time, otherwise it is

hard to see howhecoul d have said, “we who are alive” if he believed the
Now had he and the other Apostles seen the Revelation, they would have written entirely different things to their people

and we would have an entirely different New Testament. But as it is, the Holy Spirit gave them only what they needed to

know in order to write exactly what He wanted, and so we now have the New Testament in its current format and content.
We will now analyse chapter by chapter, and unveil things that have remained secret since the beginning of the world.

Rev 1:1 “The Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave Him to show His servants; things which must shortly take place. And He
sent and signified it by His angel to His servant John,

Rev 1:2 who bore witness to the word of God, and to the testimony of Jesus Christ, to all things that he saw. Blessed is he

Rev 1:3 who reads and those who hear the words of this prophecy, and keep those things which are written in it; for the time is near.

Rev 1:4 John, to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace to you and peace from Him who is and who was and who is to come,
and from the seven Spirits who are before His throne,

Rev 1:5 and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn from the dead, and the ruler over the kings of the earth. To Him who
loved us and washed us from our sins in His own blood,

Rev 1:6 and has made us kings and priests to His God and Father, to Him be glory and dominion forever and ever. Amen.

Rev 1:7 Behold, He is coming with clouds, and every eye will see Him, even they who pierced Him. And all the tribes of the earth will
mourn because of Him. Even so, Amen.

Rev 1:8 "I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End," says the Lord, "who is and who was and who is to come, the

Rev 1:9 Almighty." I, John, both your brother and companion in the tribulation and kingdom and patience of Jesus Christ, was on
the island that is called Patmos for the word of God and for the testimony of Jesus Christ.

There are many things one could say about this chapter, but for now we will only look at verses 5-6, for they are the
more relevant for the leaders of today. Glory and dominion forever and ever be to “Him who loved us and washed us from
our sins in His own blood, and has made us kings and priests to His God and Father. ”

Jesus Christ is creating a new set of kings and priests for the Kingdom of His Father. But what will happen to the kings
and priests of today, why is He not choosing them? Here is the astonishing answer.

Rev 19:17 “Then | saw an angel standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the birds that fly in the midst of
heaven, "Come and gather together for the supper of the great God,

Rev 19:18 "that you may eat the flesh of kings, the flesh of captains, the flesh of mighty men, the flesh of horses and of those who sit
on them, and the flesh of all people, free and slave, both small and great."

Rev 19:19 And | saw the beast, the kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered together to make war against Him who sat
on the horse and against His army.

Rev 19:20 Then the beast was captured, and with him the false prophet who worked signs in his presence, by which he deceived
those who received the mark of the beast and those who worshiped his image. These two were cast alive into the lake of fire burning with

Rev 19:21 brimstone. And the rest were killed with the sword which proceeded from the mouth of Him who sat on the horse. And all
the birds were filled with their flesh.”

Rather than welcome Jesus Christ when He returns to this earth to save humanity from self-annihilation, the kings and
priest of this world will take up arms against Him. The general tone of that verse indicates that not only some kings and
priests will make war against Him, but that all kings and priests regardless of when or where they lived would do the same.

Now to the other Churches of God. There has been a great deal of debate among biblical scholars as to what exactly
is the meaning of those Churches. They cannot have been important as a result of their geographical location, for larger and
far more important cities of early Churches are not even mentioned, such as those in Rome, in Corinth, in Galatia, and even
the one in Jerusalem. No, these seven churches transcend both time and geographical location.

Christians should look upon them not as ancient entities of little relevance to them, but as congregations of people that
carry important messages for themselves. Indeed, they must look upon them as if they themselves were members of these
Churches. For the seven churches describe phases which all people undergo in their life as Christians. For example:

The Church in Ephesus reflects the initial enthusiasm with which we all embraced the faith of Jesus Christ. Jesus
praises it because it persevered and had patience, and had laboured for His name's sake and had not become weary.

Indeed, the devil is about to throw some
of you into prison, that you may be tested, and you will have tribulation ten days. Be faithful until death, and | will give you the
crown of |ife.”

The church in Pergamos is close to being dead, which is what happens when people become disillusioned and lose
faith as a result of trials. "I know your works, and where you dwell, where Satan's throne is. And you hold fast to My name,
and did not deny My faith even in the days in which Antipas was My faithful martyr, who was killed among you, where Satan
dwells. But | have a few things against you, because you have there those who hold the doctrine of Balaam, who taught
Balak to put a stumbling block before the children of Israel, to eat things sacrificed to idols, and to commit sexual immorality.

When you think about it, it is not all that hard to find that out. We have conclusively proven in previous editions that
Apostle Peter never went to Rome.

No one else could possibly be Antipas than Apostle Paul, for no other personality in the New
Testament has attained a greater importance with the passage of time than he has. It was not too long after his demise that
true Christians were forced to go underground. They remained so until after the Reformation which opened new windows of
opportunity for them. No historical personality has arisen during this time who practiced the true religion of Jesus Christ, who
could have supplanted Apostle Paul in importance as far as the Gospel of Jesus Christ is concerned.

The word “ Nsscciatedavithttre Chsufch in Pergamos, comes from Nicolas, or Saint Nicolas, or as is more
commonly known these days, Santa Claus. Christmas is not the birth date of Jesus Christ. Even if it were, He did not
sanction it as a day of celebration. Instead He commanded His followers to observe the Passover, the day He sacrificed
Himself for us, a Holy Day which the Nicolaitans do not keep.

The Church in Thyatira rises from the ashes of Pergamos and brings forth some good works. Nevertheless, because
its members have lost their first love, they are easy pray to the sins of the flesh and of the spirit. | sn*t t hi s what we
cope with in our life as Christians?

Then comes the Church in Philadelphia which we discussed earlier. And finally, the Church in Laodicea. Mature
Christians who think that they have done all there is to be done and accomplished something in life, fall easy pray to the sin
of arrogance, complacency and self-satisfaction. This is why this Church is thrown into the vortex of the Great Tribulation.

Now one has to be careful what he says abut this Church for although it is a lacklustre Church, it is not a fallen away
church. It is still a Church of God which is not the case with a fallen church. Many preachers have failed to make a
distinction between a fallen asleep and a fallen away church, and have committed blasphemy by saying that Laodicea is a
fallen away Church. There is no hope of redemption for a fallen away church, as it is for a fallen asleep one. Laodicea
Church of God has not fallen away, but fallen asleep, and that is a major difference.
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You can see now how the progression from one church to the other fits the stages which all Christians go through in
their life. We all start enthusiastically then follow a rocky road of ups and down to the very end. But as Jesus Christ said,
only those who overcome to the end will make it into His Kingdom, not those who just cruise along.

Rev 5:13 And every creature which is in heaven and on the earth and under the earth and such as are in the sea, and all that are in
them, | heard saying: "Blessing and honor and glory and power Be to Him who sits on the throne, And to the Lamb, forever and ever!"

Rev 5:14 Then the four living creatures said, "Amen!" And the twenty-four elders fell down and worshiped Him who lives forever and
ever.

Chapters four and five go together. They show us how in the history of the world only one person was found worthy to
open the scroll that was in the hand of God. That scroll had been written before the world began, just a Jesus sacrifice was
preordained before the world began. You may wish to ponder a little upon the following Scriptures.

Mat 13:34 All these things Jesus spoke to the multitude in parables; and without a parable He did not speak to them,

Mat 13:35 that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying: "l will open My mouth in parables; | will utter things kept
secret from the foundation of the world."
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Mat 25:34 "Then the King will say to those on His right hand, '‘Come, you blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for
you from the foundation of the world:

Luke 11:49 "Therefore the wisdom of God also said, 'l will send them prophets and apostles, and some of them they will kill and

Luke 11:50 persecute,' that the blood of all the prophets which was shed from the foundation of the world may be required of

Luke 11:51 this generation, from the blood of Abel to the blood of Zechariah who perished between the altar and the temple. Yes, |
say to you, it shall be required of this generation.”

John 17:24 "Father, | desire that they also whom You gave Me may be with Me where | am, that they may behold My glory which You
have given Me; for You loved Me before the foundation of the world.

Eph 1:3 “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly
Eph 1:4 places in Christ, just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame

Now if all these things had been determined and predestined before the foundation of theworld—J esus“ sacri fic
righteous, the wicked, the ,beast", the Devil and hiserol e, e
like the Revelation had also been written before the foundation of the world? The fact that it was revealed to the world at the
time of Apostle John does not mean that it was written at that time too. And if it was written before the foundation of the
world, why should it contain the history of the world only from the time of Jesus Christ to the end of the world? The truth is, it
doesn"t. Rat her, Revelation contains the history of tHhe worl
of it. Without this key in mind, no one can make sense of this book. Now let us continue with Revelation chapter six.

Rev 6:1 Now | saw when the Lamb opened one of the seals; and | heard one of the four living creatures saying with a voice like
thunder, "Come and see." And | looked, and behold,

Rev 6:2 a white horse. He who sat on it had a bow; and a crown was given to him, and he went out conquering and to conquer.

Rev 6:3 When He opened the second seal, | heard the second living creature saying, "Come and see."

Rev 6:4 Another horse, fiery red, went out. And it was granted to the one who sat on it to take peace from the earth, and that people
should kill one another; and there was given to him a great sword.

Rev 6:5 When He opened the third seal, | heard the third living creature say, "Come and see." So | looked, and behold, a black horse,
and he who sat on it had a pair of scales in his hand.

Rev 6:6 And | heard a voice in the midst of the four living creatures saying, "A quart of wheat for a denarius, and three quarts of barley
for a denarius; and do not harm the oil and the wine."

Rev 6:7 When He opened the fourth seal, | heard the voice of the fourth living creature saying, "Come and see."

Rev 6:8 So | looked, and behold, a pale horse. And the name of him who sat on it was Death, and Hades followed with him. And
power was given to them over a fourth of the earth, to kill with sword, with hunger, with death, and by the beasts of the earth.

Rev 6:9 When He opened the fifth seal, | saw under the altar the souls of those who had been slain for the word of God and for the
testimony which they held. And they cried with a loud voice, saying,

Rev 6:10 "How long, O Lord, holy and true, until You judge and avenge our blood on those who dwell on the earth?"

Rev 6:11 Then a white robe was given to each of them; and it was said to them that they should rest a little while longer, until both the
number of their fellow servants and their brethren, who would be killed as they were, was completed.

Rev 6:12 | looked when He opened the sixth seal, and behold, there was a great earthquake; and the sun became black as sackcloth
of hair, and the moon became like blood.

Rev 6:13 And the stars of heaven fell to the earth, as a fig tree drops its late figs when it is shaken by a mighty wind.

Rev 6:14 Then the sky receded as a scroll when it is rolled up, and every mountain and island was moved out of its place.

Rev 6:15 And the kings of the earth, the great men, the rich men, the commanders, the mighty men, every slave and every free man,
hid themselves in the caves and in the rocks of the mountains,

Rev 6:16 and said to the mountains and rocks, "Fall on us and hide us from the face of Him who sits on the throne and from the wrath

Rev 6:17 of the Lamb! "For the great day of His wrath has come, and who is able to stand?"

This chapter reflects the saving work of God from the Flood of Noah to the end of the world. We have amply explained
who the 144 000 people and the multitude of white robed people are in The Christian Herald No 1.

Rev 8:1 When He opened the seventh seal, there was silence in heaven for about half an hour.

Rev 8:2 And | saw the seven angels who stand before God, and to them were given seven trumpets.

Rev 8:3 Then another angel, having a golden censer, came and stood at the altar. He was given much incense, that he should offer it
with the prayers of all the saints upon the golden altar which was before the throne.

Rev 8:4 And the smoke of the incense, with the prayers of the saints, ascended before God from the angel's hand.

Rev 8:5 Then the angel took the censer, filled it with fire from the altar, and threw it to the earth. And there were noises, thunderings,
lightnings, and an earthquake.

Rev 8:12 from the water, because it was made bitter. Then the fourth angel sounded: And a third of the sun was struck, a third of the
moon, and a third of the stars, so that a third of them were darkened. A third of the day did not shine, and likewise the night.

Generally speaking, this chapter deals with the physical history of the world from the Flood of Noah to the latter part of
the nineteenth century.

Rev 9:1 Then the fifth angel sounded: And | saw a star fallen from heaven to the earth. To him was given the key to the bottomless

Rev 9:2 pit. And he opened the bottomless pit, and smoke arose out of the pit like the smoke of a great furnace. So the sun and the
air were darkened because of the smoke of the pit.

Rev 9:3 Then out of the smoke locusts came upon the earth. And to them was given power, as the scorpions of the earth have power.

Rev 9:4 They were commanded not to harm the grass of the earth, or any green thing, or any tree, but only those men who do not
have the seal of God on their foreheads.

Rev 9:5 And they were not given authority to kill them, but to torment them for five months. Their torment was like the torment of a
scorpion when it strikes a man.

Rev 9:6 In those days men will seek death and will not find it; they will desire to die, and death will flee from them.

Rev 9:7 The shape of the locusts was like horses prepared for battle. On their heads were crowns of something like gold, and their

Rev 9:8 faces were like the faces of men. They had hair like women's hair, and their teeth were like lions' teeth.

Rev 9:9 And they had breastplates like breastplates of iron, and the sound of their wings was like the sound of chariots with many
horses running into battle.

Rev 9:10 They had tails like scorpions, and there were stings in their tails. Their power was to hurt men five months.

Rev 9:11 And they had as king over them the angel of the bottomless pit, whose name in Hebrew is Abaddon, but in Greek he has the

Rev 9:12 name Apollyon. One woe is past. Behold, still two more woes are coming after these things.

Rev 9:13 Then the sixth angel sounded: And | heard a voice from the four horns of the golden altar which is before God,

Rev 9:14 saying to the sixth angel who had the trumpet, "Release the four angels who are bound at the great river Euphrates.”

Rev 9:15 So the four angels, who had been prepared for the hour and day and month and year, were released to kill a third of

Rev 9:16 mankind. Now the number of the army of the horsemen was two hundred million; | heard the number of them.

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the earth and the industrial revolution that it engendered. We said that chapter eight covers the history of the world from the
Flood to the latter part of the nineteenth century because that is when industrial revolution began.
Verse nine tells us that all this horror will last for five months. Well, in biblical parlance that is about 150 years (day for
a year principle), which means that something drastic will occur in the very near future to put an end to it all.
Now what could possibly happen to bring the industrial revolution to an end and stop the oil from coming out of the
ground and oiling the machinery of today? That would pretty
Well, yes and no. What it means is a return to a more natural way of living. That will happen after the Great Tribulation
which will reduce mankind by a minimum of two billions and a maximum of six. Jesus Christ will return immediately after that
enormous devastation. He will capture the angel of the bottomless pit and lock him back until the end of the Millennium.

Rev 10:1 | saw still another mighty angel coming down from heaven, clothed with a cloud. And a rainbow was on his head, his face
was like the sun, and his feet like pillars of fire.

This chapter speaks of the very thing you are reading right now: the unveiling of the book of Revelation. The world is
that close to the end of those things and of the return of Jesus Christ. When He comes back, the first resurrection will occur
which will involve bringing back to life those who have been trained to become the new kings and priests of the world. Among
these will be Apostle John who received this Revelation. That is why he was told that he must prophesy again about many
peoples, nations, tongues, and kings. A wholesale conversion to the faith of Jesus Christ will occur during the Millennial
Kingdom, and the prime movers behind this will be Jesus"™ king

Rev 11:1 Then | was given a reed like a measuring rod. And the angel stood, saying, "Rise and measure the temple of God, the altar,
and those who worship there.

Rev 11:2 "But leave out the court which is outside the temple, and do not measure it, for it has been given to the Gentiles. And they
will tread the holy city underfoot for forty-two months.

Here we need to make an injunction before we proceed with the rest of this chapter. We need to do this because the
first two verses of this chapter have nothing to do with the rest of it.

Biblical scholars, particularly those of a fundamentalist orientation, have surmised that the court of the temple and the
holy city would be trampled under foot by the Gentiles for forty-two months after a new temple is built in Jerusalem. They
have been saying that this prophecy must be fulfilled before Jesus Christ can return to this earth. It is for this reason that
they have vigorously supported the Jews in their battle with the Arabs. They expected, and encouraged, the Jews to build
that temple as soon as possible. But as of late they have been not too happy that the Jews have been dragging their feet in
destroying the Muslim Dome of the Rock and building their new temple in its place. They have not done so because that
would have aligned the whole world on the side of the Arabs, and because the Jews, like just about everybody else, are not
too keen on seeing the Man they had killed set up a Kingdom of God that does not include them. Without repentance and
conversion no one could be part of that Kingdom, and the Jews have not been particularly keen these things so far.

Those scholars fail to understand that forty-two months represent not 1260 days, but 1260 years.

In our No 4 edition, when we discussed the beast of Revelation 13, of which the Bible says that it was given authority to
continue for forty-two months (Rev 13:5), we demonstrated that, according to the biblical principle of a day for a year (Nu.
14:34; Ezek. 4:4-6), forty two months represent approximately 1260 years. We say approximately because when prophetic
times are given in months, as opposed to days or hours, they require a certain degree of approximation. That is because a
month is less precise than a day, and a day less precise than an hour. The lengths of time represented by each of these
terms must be treated accordingly.

Forty-two months then represent 1260 years, give or take a few years. This is how long the Roman Empire lasted when
counting from the foundation of Rome in about 750 BC to its collapse in about 510 A.D.

Since the Gentile nations are said to trample under foot the court of the temple and the holy city for the same length of
time, we must look for the people who have been in control of Jerusalem for about 1260 years.

When Jesus Christ was on earth, the Romans had dominion over Jerusalem. But the Bible does not refer to the Romans
as Gentil es. The Roman Empire, alongside the Greek, Per si an
Besides, the Romans did not have control over Jerusalem for that length of time. But what happened after the Roman
Empire collapsed? In the West, the Popes created the Holy Roman Empire, and in the East, the Muslims took control of
Jerusalem.

If we calculate 1260 years from the conquest of Jerusalem by the Ottoman forces in 655 AD or thereabouts, we come to
the year 1915, the middle of the First World War, when the British forces liberated the city from Turkish domination.

The Muslims were the Gentiles who trampled underfoot the court of the temple for forty-two months. Why only the court
and not the temple itself? Because there no longer was a temple in Jerusalem by then! The Jewish temple had long since
been destroyed by the Romans, as Jesus said that it would happen, and that temple had never been rebuilt since.

The Muslims built their Dome of the Rock on that ground because there was no longer a Jewish temple there anymore.
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Now we continue with the rest of chapter 11.

Rev 11:3 "And | will give power to my two witnesses, and they will prophesy one thousand two hundred and sixty days, clothed in

Rev 11:4 sackcloth." These are the two olive trees and the two lampstands standing before the God of the earth.

Rev 11:5 And if anyone wants to harm them, fire proceeds from their mouth and devours their enemies. And if anyone wants to harm

Rev 11:6 them, he must be killed in this manner. These have power to shut heaven, so that no rain falls in the days of their
prophecy; and they have power over waters to turn them to blood, and to strike the earth with all plagues, as often as they desire.

Rev 11:7 When they finish their testimony, the beast that ascends out of the bottomless pit will make war against them, overcome

Rev 11:8 them, and kill them. And their dead bodies will lie in the street of the great city which spiritually is called Sodom and Egypt,

Rev 11:9 where also our Lord was crucified. Then those from the peoples, tribes, tongues, and nations will see their dead bodies
three-and-a-half days, and not allow their dead bodies to be put into graves.

Rev 11:10 And those who dwell on the earth will rejoice over them, make merry, and send gifts to one another, because these two
prophets tormented those who dwell on the earth.

Rev 11:11 Now after the three-and-a-half days the breath of life from God entered them, and they stood on their feet, and great fear

Rev 11:12 fell on those who saw them. And they heard a loud voice from heaven saying to them, "Come up here." And they
ascended to heaven in a cloud, and their enemies saw them.

Rev 11:13 In the same hour there was a great earthquake, and a tenth of the city fell. In the earthquake seven thousand people were
killed, and the rest were afraid and gave glory to the God of heaven.

Rev 11:14 The second woe is past. Behold, the third woe is coming quickly.

Rev 11:15 Then the seventh angel sounded: And there were loud voices in heaven, saying, "The kingdoms of this world have become
the kingdoms of our Lord and of His Christ, and He shall reign forever and ever!"

Zec 4:14 So he said, "These are the two anointed ones, who stand beside the Lord of the whole earth."

When two of His disciples asked Jesus Christ to grant them to sit on either side of Him in His Kingdom, He told them
that they did not know what they were asking.

fiDefining the war we're fightingd Something needs to be made very clear: The war we wage, the United States and its
coalition of friends, now Spain-less (spineless), is not a war on "terror." Terror is an emotion. It is not a war on "terrorism." Like blitzkrieg,
siege or ambush, terrorism is a tactic. And it's not a war against "evildoers," a creaky tag that conjures faceless heavies of a vaguely
extraterrestrial nature, not the seedy killers who lurk in our cities' secret cells. The war we wage, the United States and its coalition of friends,
is a war on Islamic jihad — the spread of Islam by violent means — and we wage it against Islamic jihadists who dream of death and
destruction in their religion's name.

Two and a half years after the Twin Towers fell, our nation and its friends fight on, but in those two and a half years this great semantic
fudge has allowed our enemies to remain ill-defined. Maybe that explains why we have seen confusion spring up between "the war on
terror," which is conceived of as a response to the attacks of 9/11, and the "war in Irag,” which has sometimes been erroneously depicted,
particularly by anti-war Democrats, as a wholly disconnected venture. No such confusion arises when you set out to combat global jihad, a
phrase that just as aptly describes the struggle against Islamic fighters in Iraq or the West Bank as it does the struggle against Islamic
fighters in the skies over Pennsylvania or on the train tracks of Madrid. Terrorism may be the tactic Islamic fighters employ, but jihad is the
ideology they share.

A great irony of the Spanish election is that even as mass-murdering jihadists take credit for bringing about the Socialist victory --
expected to result in Spain's withdrawal from Iraq of its 1,300 troops -- they have also thrown a giant spotlight on the intertwined tactical
connections between Islamic terror networks and the war in Irag. The most likely scenario is that Islamic fighters either affiliated with or
inspired by Al Qaeda chose to attack Spain in order to strike at the U.S.-led coalition in Irag.

"The approaching general elections in Spain in March must be exploited to the extreme," announced an online manifesto that has
been appearing on jihadist Web sites associated with Al Qaeda since December. The manifesto went on to predict that attacks on Spain
would virtually guarantee a Socialist victory along with the jihadist objective of seeing Spanish troops leave the American-led coalition. If
jihadists make the connection between "terrorism" and Iraq, why can't we?

Maybe the conclusion to be drawn is too horrifying: namely, that in warding off jihadist aggression, we combat an ideology born of a
religion. In the formerly Judeo-Christian, currently relativist-hedonist West, such a thought triggers near-panic: How can religious worship,
pure and unhijacked, inspire anything but goodwill among men? And aren't terrorist tactics opposed by all but a statistically invisible Islamic
fringe? Perhaps it's better to ask what kind of religion offers salvation in exchange for unholy acts of violence. And better to wonder how
invisible a fringe is when a recent poll, commissioned by the liberal British newspaper The Guardian, claims that more than 1 in 10 British
Muslims (over 160,000 people) believe Al Qaeda-style attacks on the United States are justified.

But most of us don't ask and don't wonder. Valiantly, we fight "terrorism." Determinedly, we target "evildoers."

Maybe it is this same gauzy scrim that has obscured the other kinds of jihad -- quiet jihad or even cold jihad -- that have transformed
the culture of Western Europe, from Granada, where the first mosque has opened since Christian forces ended Muslim rule in Spain in 1492,
to Oxford, where historian Niall Ferguson reports that historian Edward Gibbon's prediction that minarets would one day rise over the
university will come true next year with the opening of a grand new Islamic Studies center.

Such seismic cultural shifts mainly result from immigration policies that have introduced vast concentrations of non-assimilating
Muslims throughout Western Europe. But there's something else. Some 14,000 "white Britons" have converted to Islam, according to the
Times of London, including "some of Britain's top landowners, celebrities and the offspring of senior establishment figures." Among the
converts are Yahya (formerly Jonathan) Birt, son of Lord Birt, former director-general of the BBC, and Emma Clark, great-granddaughter of
the Liberal prime minister Herbert Asquith. Miss Clark, incidentally, helped design Prince Charles' Islamic garden at his home, Highgrove.
"We're all the rage now," said Miss Clark, referring to Muslims. "I hope it's not a passing fashion." In today's world, that's very hard to say.

"Even antiwar activist and former Democratic presidential candidate Howard Dean's heart had to skip a beat when the Iragi athletes
walked into the magnificent stadium at the Olympic opening ceremony. Boy, did they look happy. Genuinely happy.

Compare their elation - reaching towards the crowd, tapping their hearts — with the athletes from Iran or Saudi Arabia, who had that
smile-or-disappear look Olympic athletes forlornly wore when they represented the Soviet Union or the Eastern bloc nations. In a word, the
Iragis looked free.

It occurred to me watching this pageant of superb sportsmen and sportswomen that much the same true freedom of spirit could be
seen on the faces of athletes from a list of nations with familiar names — Bosnia-Herzegovina, Croatia, Afghanistan, Grenada, Kuwait, South
Korea, the former captive nations of Romania, Bulgaria, the Czechs, Slovakia, Estonia, Lithuania (all holding elections since the early
1990s), and the other former Soviet republics.

These Olympians have one thing in common: they come from the nations the US has liberated since the end of World War 1.

Across the past half century, the US used the power of its soldiers, its financial power or its diplomatic power to liberate these people
from authoritarian and totalitarian governments or invaders. Save perhaps for Cubans, there will be no defections to the US at these Games.
It is no longer fair sport to barrack against athletes from communist Poland and Hungary. These two nations are now US allies; their soldiers
fight in Iraq alongside Americans.

Afghanistan’s first election is scheduled for October 9. Irag's is in January. We can expect the members of Irag's soccer team, the
miracle story of these Olympics, to return home to cast votes in their nation's first free election. Formerly they went home to be tortured by
Uday Hussein, whom the US killed last year. How many nations have free France and free Germany liberated since 19457

My apologies for ruffling the global fellow feeling that lies officially beneath the summer Games. But for many Americans, it has
become more than a little tiresome of late hearing how much the Europeans "hate us" and how the US has "alienated" our "friends". And
how all this global ill will is because George W. Bush "invaded" Iraq to wage an "unjustifiable” or unnecessary war.

Afghanistan's flag bearer was Nina Suratger. Is she displeased that the US twice involved itself in her formerly godforsaken country —
during its war with the Soviet Union and more recently to drive out the Taliban? Suratger wouldn't be carrying that flag had not Americans
fought to liberate Afghanistan from the Taliban.

Saudi Arabia had no women in its Olympic delegation but it just might at the Beijing Olympics if the political process struggling to take
root in Iraq spreads there — or to Syria, Yemen or Jordan. And if the notion of an Arab constitutional democracy makes your eyes roll,
perhaps we can let Iragi soccer coach Abdul Kareem Hajim speak for at least laying the cornerstone: "Now we have freedom. Our chains
are broken. We just need a stable government to make sure everyone has work and a salary."

Let's consider Nedzad Fazlija, the 36-year-old flag bearer for Bosnia-Herzegovina. He is old enough to remember the friends who
didn't survive the internecine war that burned in a corner of Europe for years until the US sent in troops.
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Here is the official reason the US entered that war: "Over the last four years, a quarter of a million Bosnians have been killed, more
than half of Bosnia's people have been driven from their homes, a million of they are still refugees. We have seen parents divided from their
children, children deprived of their dreams, people caged like animals in concentration camps, women and young girls subject to systematic
rape. We have seen unbelievable horrors. But now we have a chance to end this misery for good and we have a responsibility to act.”

That was president Bill Clinton on December 2, 1995. Here's President Bush speaking last week: "A free and peaceful Iraq and a free
and peaceful Afghanistan will be powerful examples in a part of the world that is desperate for freedom. Free countries do not export terror.
Free countries do not stifle the dreams of their citizens."

It is most certainly true that not all US interventions work out well for local people. Haiti and Somalia remain disordered. Sudan
appears beyond reach. None has a team in Athens.

Serious people can always measure and debate foreign commitments against America's interests, goals and resources. Dean
Acheson in 1950 suggested South Korea lay outside America's defence perimeter. A similar argument is being made about Iraq — that Bush
overstated the threat.

In the meantime, perhaps the athletes from Bosnia, Afghanistan and Nicolae Ceausescu's Romania will find their way to the Iraqi
pavilion to hear familiar stories about living in a land of exterminations - of Shias murdered in southern Iraq and Kurds in the north. That has
ended, thanks, as in many other places around the world, to US intervention, however unnecessary or poorly planned.

We thrill to see Olympic athletes strain across the ground or through the air and water to free themselves from limits set by nature on
physical human effort. |, for one, am happy that America has strained to free many more people from man-made limits on personal freedom,
most recently in Iraq.

AMusl im | eader pl ans9/clointhemepiartiitawral ofeader of a British
commemoration of 9/11 says he supports abducting British children, "because Britain has carried out acts of terrorism in Iraq." The extremist
leader of Al-Muhajiroun, Omar Bakri Mohammed, said this week that he would support holding women and children as hostages.
Mohammed told The Sunday Telegraph, "If an Iragi Muslim carried out an attack like that in Britain, it would be justified because Britain has
carried out acts of terrorism in Irag. As long as the Iraqgi did not deliberately kill women and children, and they were killed in the crossfire,
that would be okay." Mohammed, father of seven, came to Britain after being deported from Saudi Arabia because of his membership in a
banned group.

Relating to the horrific school attack in southern Russia in which close to 400 people have been reported killed, Mohammed said, "The
Mujahideen (Chechen terrorists) would not have wanted to kill those people, because it is strictly forbidden as a Muslim to deliberately kill
women and children. It is the fault of the Russians."

Al-Muhajiroun plans to hold its third annual commemoration of the 9/11 attacks with a convention in London titled, "The Choice is in
Your Hands: Either You're with the Muslims or with the Infidels. We want the world to remember this operation that lifted the head of the
Muslim nation." Al-Muhajiroun claimed, as of last year, no fewer than 30 offices across Britain, with branches in France, Pakistan, Algeria
and throughoutt h e Mi d d [The Ldkaey Repdrt, September 9, 2004).

returned to official Palestinian Authority TV. The clip has been aired repeatedly in recent weeks after being taken off the air over a year ago
following widespread outrage. At a US Senate Hearing in October 2003, Director of Palestinian Media Watch (PMW) Iltamar Marcus
displayed extensive documentary evidence that the PA was indoctrinating children to aspire to heroic death as "Shahids" (martyrs for Allah).
Since then, many PA TV clips that encouraged children to seek martyrdom through involvement with terrorism were removed. The removal
was ostensibly due to the inability of the PA representative at the Senate hearing to defend the practice, accompanied by extensive outrage
from both the print and TV media. One such clip, which presented a child's death in combat as "sweet," because it was Death for Allah, was
aired regularly up to the period of condemnations following the October, 2003 Senate hearings. The clip was taken out of PA TV's rotation
and was not aired for almost a year. Suddenly, according to PMW, the clip is being broadcast again - at least three times in the last two
weeks.

The segment, known as the "Farewell Letter" clip, features an Arab child writing a farewell letter to his parents, glorifying his desire to
die. The child then goes out to the combat zone, where he is shot and achieves his death wish. As he falls in death, the words of his letter
are sung twice: "How sweet is Shahada (Death for Allah) when | embrace you, my land." (The Lekarev Report, September 9, 2004).

ruling Fatah movement is an al-Qaida sympathizer with close ties to such terrorist sponsors as Iran and Syria. Farouq Qaddumi is
largely unknown to the 3 million Palestinians in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. He hasn't stepped foot in these areas for nearly 40 years. But
Qaddumi represents powerful Middle East countries, including Iran and Syria, which regard him as a means to expand their foothold in the
Palestinian Authority.

For the last 30 years Qaddumi has headed the Palestinian Liberation Organization Foreign Affairs Department. He has made it clear
that he sees terrorism as a strategic option for Palestinians. Born in the West Bank of Jenin and a founding member of Fatah in 1957,
Qaddumi, like his late boss, Yasser Arafat, has made a career of currying favor with Mideast despots.

"Resistance is the path to reach political settlement because we do not claim we are capable of defeating the Israeli army," Qaddumi
told Hezbollah television last week.

"This policy was determined by the PLO when our brother the martyr, our brother the president, Abu Amar [Arafat], stood at the United
Nations in 1974 and said: 'l hold a gun in one hand and an olive branch in the other.™

Already, Qaddumi has also called for a wave of attacks against Israel. He has sought to align himself with Iran and Syria as an
alternative to the leadership of new PLO chairman Mahmoud Abbas and Palestinian Authority Prime Minister Ahmed Qurei. Qaddumi's
words have fallen on eager ears. Under Qaddumi's leadership, the Fatah movement has launched an effort to spearhead the Palestinian war
against Israel. Palestinian sources said Fatah commanders have ordered their cadres to step up attacks against Israel following Arafat's
death. Fatah has acquired rockets, mortars and other weaponry to attack Israeli military and civilian targets in the Gaza Strip.

Although he opposed the 1993 Oslo agreements, Qaddumi expressed understanding for the temporary Palestinian ceasefire with
Israel in the 1990s. As he saw it, the Palestinians stopped fighting when they were obtaining concessions. When the concessions ended, the
fighting resumed. "It is a war based on the element of surprise, in time and place," Qaddumi told Al Hayat in an interview in December 2001.
"In this war, one incites the public for 20 hours, and fights for perhaps two hours." "Guerilla war is like commerce," Qaddumi said. "As Mao
Zedong said, we trade when trade is profitable and stop when it's not. The Palestinian resistance is continuing. But we must assure, first, the
success of the resistance. Second, [we must] prevent damage to Palestinian security." Over the past year, Qaddumi has helped make
Jordan a terrorist base for Fatah operatives.

Israeli security sources said that after a lull of several years Fatah agents have resumed using Jordan for operations planning,
recruitment and the transfer of money from Iran to Arafat loyalists in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. The sources said the Fatah operation,
which began in 2002, has been raised by Israel in discussions with the Hashemite kingdom.

Fuad Balbisi has led the Fatah network in Jordan, security sources said. Balbisi worked for Qaddumi and has been financing Fatah
insurgency cells with money from Iran and Hizbullah. Balbisi was directing the recruitment and operations of Fatah squads in the territories in
attacks against Israeli targets.

Oil as weapon Qaddumi also has advocated using the Islamic oil weapon against the United States. He said the oil weapon could be a
more powerful weapon against the West than terrorism or war. "We thank God that the oil begins to take a new position from which it will be
possible to use in that war," Qaddumi said. "World demand for oil is increasing. Therefore it becomes possible to use oil to exert pressure."

Qaddumi sees Israel as on the verge of collapse and regards the election of Ariel Sharon as the last choice of the Jewish state, or as
he put it, the last bullet in the Israeli rifle." When that bullet is spent, he said, Israel would disintegrate a la the Soviet Union or Yugoslavia.
Not surprising, Qaddumi has positive words for al-Qaida and its 9/11 suicide strikes on New York and Washington. After saying he
condemned the attacks, Qaddumi discussed the benefits of the attacks.

"These events will serve as a lesson to the United States," Qaddumi said. "This was the first time that Arabic names were introduced
to American households," he added. "These incidents caused America to re-examine its foreign policy to find the causes of terrorism."

fiSyrian bank funded insurgency with Saddam's millionsd The United States has concluded that Syria helped finance the
Sunni insurgency in Irag. Officials said the regime of President Bashar Assad used the state-owned Commercial Bank of Syria to relay
hundreds of millions of dollars to Saddam Hussein loyalists in Irag. They said the money has been deployed to finance the insurgency
against the U.S.-led coalition primarily in Irag's Sunni Triangle.

The Commercial Bank of Syria held more than $1 billion in Saddam regime accounts on the eve of the U.S.-led war in Iraq in March
2003, officials said. Most of that money stemmed from Iragi arms and oil smuggling as well as illegal commissions obtained from Iraqi oil
sales overseen by the United Nations.

During a hearing by the Senate subcommittee on Nov. 15, Treasury Assistant Secretary Juan Carlos Zarate asserted that Syria has
disbursed $600 million to unidentified Iragis. Zarate, responsible for terrorist financing and financial crimes at Treasury, said a U.S. team was
auditing the Commercial Bank of Syria in an attempt to trace the transfer of funds.

"What we found was when we sent our investigators to Damascus, upon review of the documents and review of the transactional data,
it became clear that the Syrians had, in fact, paid out the vast bulk of the amount that had existed in that particular account," Zarate said.

Officials said that over the last 18 months Damascus transferred up to $800 million of Saddam's assets to senior aides of the former
president, several of whom have been based in Syria. They said much of the money was believed to have been transferred to ex-lraqi Vice
President 1zzet Ibrahim Al Douri, identified as the chief financier of the Sunni insurgency.

"We have folks on the front line right now that are sacrificing their lives, that are under fire, and somewhere, somehow, there's money
being used to fuel that insurgency,” Sen. Norm Coleman, chairman of the permanent investigations subcommittee of the Senate Government
Affairs Committee, said. "And | would just hope that a very strong message is delivered to the Syrians, that we get their cooperation, that we
track this down and we figure out what's what."

Officials said Syria has asserted that the money was relayed to Iragi brokers and traders. They said Treasury was seeking to examine
these claims, but said Damascus has failed to cooperate.

Officials said Damascus has failed to honor its assurances to the United States regarding Irag. They said Damascus has also refused
to relay any of Saddam's assets to help develop Syria's eastern neighbor. The Bush administration has been under pressure from Congress
to impose additional sanctions on Syria for its failure to halt the flow of weapons, money and fighters to the Sunni insurgency in Irag.

Officials said this would comprise a key issue when Congress begins its new session in 2005. Zarate said Treasury was working with
other U.S. government agencies to trace U.S. currency seized in Iraq to determine the flow of funds to the insurgency. He did not elaborate.
"We also have assets within Iraq, and that's why the Department of Defense, our soldiers on the ground, the FBI and others are working so
hard to try to find those caches of cash within Iraq," Zarate said. "And then finally you have traditional sources of terrorist funding in the
region which are mobilizing for the Iraqi jihad, in essence.” (World Tribune.com, November 19, 2004).

fiAgenda for new Congress: Get U.S.outof UN. ¢ Every day, a new outrage emerges from
Kofi Annan, once known for his deliberate, even-handed diplomacy, now openly condemns the United States' action in Iraq as "illegal." He is
offended that the U.S. expects accountability in the oil-for-food scandal and refuses to open the books for independent review. The
corruption erupting from this single program eclipses the intrigue that is inherent throughout the United Nations system.

For years, individuals and organizations have warned that the United Nations is implementing an agenda that ultimately leads to total
global control. These warnings have been discounted by the media and ridiculed by the "enlightened" as the blathering of "black helicopter
conspiracy freaks."

Putting aside, for the moment, the U.N.'s agenda, the blatant corruption, deceit and open opposition to all things American, combined
with the U.N.'s consistent failure to stop the slaughter of refugees in the Sudan, Rwanda, Somalia and elsewhere around the globe should
have Americans asking their congressmen why we continue to support this institution.

What exactly does the United States get for the billions of dollars invested every year in the hundreds of U.N. agencies around the
world?

We get harangued at every U.N. meeting by people who blame the United States for the world's poverty, for global warming and
environmental degradation, and worst of all, for supporting Israel. There is virtually no benefit derived from U.N. membership that is not
readily available outside the U.N. through bi-lateral negotiations for less cost and much less grief.

President Bush has indicated rather strongly that his patience with the U.N. has limits. He has also indicated his willingness to work
with the U.N. in some areas, such as UNESCO. This position is confusing, particularly to conservatives. It could be interpreted as the
president's effort to be engaged in the international community, but not bound by it. The United States cannot build new walls of isolation or
withdraw from the international community. The opposite must happen; the United States should reach out to other nations and offer a hand
of friendship to all nations that share our values of freedom, individual rights and representative government. The United Nations is not
needed for this outreach. The United Nations is not needed at all.

Why not get rid of it? The new Congress that convenes in January could adopt Rep. Ron Paul's proposal to completely withdraw from
the U.N. Every year this bill has been introduced, it has received more and more votes. The U.N.'s refusal to cooperate with congressional
investigations of the oil-for-food program could inspire sufficient wrath in Congress to finally authorize withdrawal from the U.N. Congress
could stop short of withdrawal and stop all funding of the U.N., pending a congressional review. Each U.N. agency should be reviewed for
relevance and benefit before receiving U.S. funding. Many, if not all, U.N. agencies would find it difficult to demonstrate a benefit to the U.S.

Should these U.N. agencies be subjected to a congressional review, what would quickly become apparent is the presence of a
comprehensive agenda. While each U.N. agency is responsible for implementing specific programs within its particular jurisdiction, each
program and every agency is working from the same playbook — toward a comprehensive agenda.

The ultimate goal of the agenda is to transform the system of governance for the entire world, regardless of the type of government in
any nation. The new system of governance is best described as "Administrative Governance." In this system, public policy is made by
professionals, with input from the people only through approved and duly accredited non-government organizations. Public policy is then
"administered" by participating governments — regardless of the type of government — through treaties and agreements arranged and
enforced by the U.N. Implementation of public policy is policed by the same NGOs that helped shape the policies.

The United Nations then becomes the supreme policy-making body. Each participating nation — by treaty or agreement — becomes an
administrative unit. In the United States, each state becomes an administrative unit of the federal government, and each local government
becomes an administrative unit of the state. This new system of governance has arrived and is known as Agenda 21 — the rulebook for
sustainable development. There are no black helicopters or blue-helmeted troops. But the agenda is real, just the same.

The U.N.'s agenda and its corruption provide ample reasons for the United States to withdraw from this institution. Withdrawal should
be a priority for the new Congress.

Even if sanctions are imposed, Teheran has a large financial
reserve to ride them out for several months, having invested much of its oil revenues, inflated by the high price of crude, in a contingency
fund for such an eventuality. Teheran also intends to increase pressure on the US by getting firebrand Shiite cleric Mogtada el Sadr to renew
and escalate his rebellion against the interim Iragi government and the US forces in Irag. At the moment there is a window of opportunity for
Iran to exploit, due to the current incapacitation of Ayatollah Ali Sistani, who is currently undergoing medial treatment in London for a heart
condition.
